Assessment rubrics

Class participation assessment rubric

A: Has attended all parts of the course (unless reasonable excuses were provided),  contributed to all activities, has participated in class work outside of required activities and has contributed to a high standard.
B: Has attended all parts of the course (unless reasonable excuses were provided),  contributed to all activities, has participated in class work outside of required activities and has contributed to a modest standard.

C: Has attended most parts of the course,  contributed to most activities and has contributed to a high standard.

D: Has attended most parts of the course, contributed to most activities and has contributed to a moderate standard.

E: Has not attended most parts of the course,  not contributed to most activities but when contributions have been made, they have been to a high standard.

F: Has attended less than half of the course,  not contributed to most activities and when contributions have been made, they have been to a moderate or low standard.

Plan assessment rubric
To be applied to the ecosystem approach to fisheries management plan, stakeholder engagement plan, monitoring plan, compliance plan.

A: All parts of the template have been completed to a high standard.

B: Most parts of the template have been completed to a high standard and the remaining parts of the template have been completed to a modest standard.

C: All parts of the template have been completed to a modest standard with, perhaps, one or two sections to a slightly higher or lower standard.
D: Not all parts of the template have been completed but those that are completed are mostly completed to a modest standard.

E: Not all parts of the template have been completed and those that are complete are mostly of a low standard.

F: Most of the parts of the template are incomplete and are of a low standard.

Student glossary assessment rubric

This rubric requires some judgement, on the part of  the teacher, as to the level of knowledge the student has.  This is because the glossary is to be used, by the students, to help them learn, revise and keep a record of new concepts/terms as they learn them during the course.

A: Glossary is adequate to the student’s needs (that is, it fills the previous gaps in the student’s knowledge), correct and contains pidgin and local languange equivalents where appropriate.

B: Glossary is almost adequate to the student’s needs, mostly correct and mostly contains pidgin and local languange equivalents where appropriate.

C: Glossary is almost adequate and mostly correct but contains very few pidgin or local languange equivalents.

D: Glossary is not quite adequate and/or mainly not correct and contains very few pidgen or local languange equivalents.

E: Glossary is not adequate and/or not correct and contains almost no pidgin or local languange equivalents.

F: Glossary in completely inadequate and incorrect and contains almost no pidgin or local language equvalents

Student journal assessment rubric

This assessment rubric refers to the relative regularity of journal entries.  For a short course, these entries would need to be daily to be considered  “regular“.   For a semester long deliver of the course, then weekly entries would be considered regular.

A:  Journal contains regular entries that reflect thoughts and ideas connected to the classroom teachings, exercises or activities.

B: Journal contains mostly regular entries that reflect thoughts and ideas connected to the classroom teachings, exercises or activities.

C: Journal does not contain regular entries OR  the entries do not reflect thoughts and ideas connected to the classroom teachings, exercises or activities.

D: Journal does not contain regular entries AND the entries do not reflect thoughts and ideas connected to the classroom teachings, exercises or activities.

E: Journal contains highly irregular entries and the entries do not reflect thoughts and ideas connected to the classroom teachings, exercises or activities.

F: Journal contains very few entries.
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
